The sixth case of self-amputation of the penis in Japan was reported.

A 43-year-old hospitalized single man with schizophrenia amputated his penis at 2 cm from its
root under the auditory hallucination. This act was interpreted as ‘“made” volitional act. The
amputation end was closed with sutures and a baloon catheter was indwelled.

After removal of the cathter, he is able to urinate in crouching position.
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
